 PUBLICATION AND COPYRIGHT LICENSE AGREEMENT 
This is a publication and copyright license agreement (hereinafter referred to as the "Agreement") made on__________________ 20_________ by and between the following Parties: ______________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________names, titles, of all co-authors,
hereinafter referred to as the “Author (Co-authors)” or the “Party”, and the Institute of Applied Physics of the Academy of Sciences of Moldova, hereinafter referred to as the “Publisher” or the “Party”, acting in accordance with its Bylaws, the publisher and copyright owner of the journal “Elektronnaya Obrabotka Materialov”, hereinafter referred to as the “Journal”, represented by its Editor-in-Chief academician M.K. Bologa, regarding a written manuscript currently entitled: ___________________________________________________________________________________ ,hereinafter referred to as the "Work".
NOW THEREFORE in consideration of the promises hereinafter set forth and for valuable consideration, receipt whereof is acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows:
1. License of Copyright
1.1 The Author (Co-authors) hereby grants (grant) to the Publisher, in conformity with the current respective legislation of the Republic of Moldova, a royalty-free, worldwide exclusive license to use the Work accepted for publication in the Journal.
1.2. According to the Law of the Republic of Moldova On copyright and related rights No.139 (adopted on July 2, 2010, applicable from January 1, 2011), and the present Agreement, to use the Work implies:

(a) to publish, reproduce, display, distribute, the Work in any form, either separately or as part of a collective work, including but not limited to, an exclusive license to publish the Work in an issue of the Journal; 

(b) to copy and distribute individual reprints of the Work, authorize reproduction of the Work in whole in other publications; 
(c) to authorize reproduction and distribution of the Work or an abstract thereof in electronic media and by means of computerized retrieval systems (such as Westlaw, Lexis and SSRN) and similar forms; and
(d) to sublicense (give permission to use the Work (in whole or its fragments) the rights under the present Agreement to a third party, with duly informing the Author (Co-authors) on the action, by displaying the respective information on the web page of the Journal.
1.3. The Author (Co-authors), or any other right-holder, retains (retain) all rights not expressly granted in this Agreement, that is, any other right not directly transferred to the Publisher under the present Agreement including patent right on any process, method, and technique, etc., described by the Author (Co-authors) in the Work, as well as the trademark right. 

2. Author’s (Co-authors’) Warranties
The Author (Co-authors) warrants (warrant) that:
2.1 The Author (Co-authors) is (are) the rightful (sole) possessor(s) of the rights on the Work, and the copyright on the present Work had not been earlier conceded nor will be conceded to a third party. The Work contains no material that is libelous, obscene, plagiarized or any other unlawful matter, or is in any way illegal.
2.2 The Work is an original piece of work submitted for this particular Journal and that it had not been earlier published in its present form in any other printed (hard copy) and/or electronic format. The Work was not prepared under an order of the employer of the Author (Co-authors) and therefore is not a contract and/or official document. An exception is presentation of the draft of the Work on the web page of the Author (Co-authors).

2.3 The Work contains all references to the legally cited materials, which is in conformity with the current copyright legislation of the Republic of Moldova, and the Author (Co-authors) possessed the permission to use the results, data, and any other borrowed materials whose right-holder is another person than the Author (Co-authors).
2.4 The Work does not contain any information that is considered confidential and/or is subject to censorship, according to the current copyright legislation of the Republic of Moldova, and its publication and/or distribution by the Publisher will not result in the disclosure of confidential information (including state and/or official secret).

Rights and Obligations of the Author (Co-authors)
3.1. Obligations of the Author (Co-authors)
3.1.1. The Author (Co-authors) shall submit the manuscript of the Work to the Publisher in strict conformity with the Guidelines for Authors displayed on the web page of the Journal: http://eom.phys.asm.md.
3.1.2. During the process of preparation of the Work for publication, the Author (Co-authors) shall:

(a) follow the House Style of the Journal, using the Guidelines for Authors;

(b) insert into the text of the Work corrections/ modifications recommended by the reviewer/reviewers and accepted by the Editorial Board of the Journal; when necessary, re-submit the modified version of the Work within the time limit specified by the Editorial Board of the Journal;
(c) read the proof of the Work within the time limit specified by the Publisher;
(d) insert when proofreading only the minimal necessary corrections of the spotted mistakes and introduce justified factual and market-determined modifications.
3.1.3. The Author (Co-authors) shall not publish the Work as a hard copy (printed) and/or electronic document nor distribute a hard copy and/or electronic version of the Work in any other printed or electronic source without the written consent of the Publisher.

 3.1.4. The Author (Co-authors) shall use the online version of the Work exclusively according to the articles and clauses of the present Agreement.

               3.2. Rights of the Author (Co-authors)

3.2. 1. The right to use printed or electronic preprints of the unpublished Work in the form and content accepted by the Publisher. Such preprints can be placed as electronic files on the Author’s (Co-authors’) Website, or on a secure public Website of the employer of the Author (Co-authors), but not for the purposes of commercial sale nor systematic external distribution by a third party.
Herewith the Author shall:

(b) Provide an electronic link to the site of the Journal: http://eom.phys.asm.md.
3.2. 2 The right to perform, free-of-charge, the following actions: to photocopy or transfer to colleagues a copy of the published Work, in whole or in part, for their personal or professional use, for promotion of academic or scientific research, or for informational purposes.

3.2. 3. The right to use some materials from the published Work in a book written by the Author (Co-authors).

3.2. 4. The right to use separate Figures, Tables and text fragments from the Work for his/her/their personal use (including classroom use), for including them into another work, published (in electronic or print format) by a third party or for presenting them in electronic format on an intra/local net, or on a public Website of the Author (Co-authors) or his/her/their employer.

3.2. 5. The right to include the materials from the Work into lecture notes for classroom use; for free-of-charge distribution of the materials of the Work to students of the Author (Co-authors); or to keep them in the electronic format on a local server, for students to have access to them as a part of an educational course; or for internal training programs, but not for regular distribution or open access.

4.1. 4.3. Submission of the copy-edited Work to the Author (Co-authors) for his/her/their approval. The Author (Co-authors) shall agree to return such proof to the Publisher with his/her/their justified modifications /corrections, without changing the total volume of the Work, within the time limit specified by the Publisher. 
4.4. Submission to the Author (Co-authors) of a PDF (electronic copy) of the Work after its publication in the event that the Author (Co-authors) have supplied the Publisher with his/her/their email address.

The Publishers Warranties
   (a) Protection of the copyright from illegal use by third persons.
            (b) Application of international printing standards. 

(c) Observation of personal non-property rights of the Author (Co-authors) of the Work. 

6.
The Publisher’s Rights
6.1. The right to require from the persons using the published Work in whole or in part, from the Author (Co-authors) or any other person, to cite the Journal, or the Publisher, or any other right-holder in the suitable form and content as follows: Title of the Work, Journal Title, Volume, Issue, Copyright © [year], copyright owner as specified in the Journal.

6.2 The right to distribute in mass-media (including the Internet) any preliminary (pre-publication) promotional information on the Work, to its own discretion. 
6.3. The right to establish rules and conditions for reception and publication of materials in the Journal. 7. Miscellaneous
7.1. The Publisher has the right to use metadata (i.e. title of the Work, Name(s) of the Author (Co-authors), Abstract of the Work, References, etc.) by distributing, informing public ar large, by processing and systematizing them, and by entering them in different databases and informational systems.

7.2 The present Agreement becomes effective in the event of and from the moment when the Editorial Board takes a decision on accepting the Work for publication. In the event the Work is rejected or the Author (Co-authors) decides (decide) on the revocation of the Work, the Agreement shall be considered null and void.

In conformity with the Law of the Republic of Moldova On copyright and related rights No.139 (adopted on July 2, 2010, applicable from January 1, 2011), the Author (Co-authors) has (have) the right to renounce his/her/their decision on publication of the Work in the Journal (revocation right) under the stipulation that the Author (Co-authors) will provide reimbursement to the Publisher of losses resulting from the decision on revocation. If the Work has already been published, the Author (Co-authors) shall publicly announce the revocation of the Work.

7.3. The Author (Co-authors) agrees (agree) to hold the Publisher harmless against any claims, demands, costs, and damages, including attorney's fees, finally sustained in any suit involving the Publisher or its licensees by reason of a violation of any of these warranties, whether or not a breach of these warranties is finally sustained. 

The Author (Co-authors) shall be responsible for any claims made against any third party to which the Publisher grants subsidiary rights to the Work to the same extent as the Author (Co-authors) is (are) responsible to the Publisher under the indemnification provisions of this Agreement. 

If a claim, action, or proceeding is brought against the Publisher, the Publisher shall promptly notify the Author (Co-authors) and the Author (Co-authors) will indemnify and defend the Publisher against any claim, demand or recovery against the Publisher by reason of any violation of any proprietary right or copyright, or because of any libelous or scandalous matter contained in the Work.
The Author (Co-authors) shall be liable for all the Publisher's fees, costs, damages, and expenses connected with such trial regardless of outcome. The Publisher shall have the right to reasonably extend the benefit of the indemnities to any person or organization at any time,

These warranties and indemnities shall survive the termination of this Agreement.
7.4. The Parties have agreed to admit and accept that the reproduction of the text of the present Agreement and of the signatures of both Parties on the present Agreement and on any other document connected to the conclusion of the present Agreement, by using mechanical, electronic or any other means of copying of the signatures of the Parties and of the text of the present Agreement, shall hold as the original signatures of the Parties and of the text of the document. Facsimile (electronic) copies of the documents mentioned heretofore hold and operate equally, alongside with the originals.

7.5. In the event of any dispute between the Parties, not stipulated by the present Agreement, it shall be settled in conformity with the current legislation of the Republic of Moldova, with the rules and conditions of registration of the Work for publication in the Journal (Guidelines for Authors), available at the Publisher at the moment of submission of the Work to the Editorial Office of the Journal.
The Agreement is considered legal and binding in all countries. If there should be any legal dispute, the laws of the Republic of Moldova shall apply.
